Principal, RC Patel College of Education, Shirpur. Addressing the students, he said, "Ragging is
the result of a corrupt mind.

While
explaining that, the Prevention of Ragging Act explained the ill effects of ragging. The
University Grants Commission established Anti-Ragging in 2018, which explained the laws and
the Penal Code. He highlighted the six laws of ragging. In the presidential address, Vice
Principal Dr. A M Patil said that "Incidents like ragging are more common in hostels.. As the
number of students studying in higher education is increasing day by day, such unpleasant
incidents will not happen.
