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SCREENING OF PANCREATIC LIPASE INHIBITORY 
AND ANTIOXIDATIVE ACTIVITY OF SELECT INDIAN 

MEDICINAL PLANTS

Obesity is a multifactorial disease responsible for Diabetes and 
Coronary Heart Disease (CHDs) which are the leading cause of death 
all over the globe. One of the approaches to control obesity is through 
inhibiting the Pancreatic Lipase (PL) which is responsible for 
digestion of over 70% of dietary fats. The objective of the present study 
was to screen a few indigenous medicinal plants for their PL inhibitory 
potential. Ten commonly used plants in day to day life were screened 
for PLinhibitory activity using pH indicator dye (phenol red) method 
on agar plate. Among thedifferent samples tested, the crude extracts 
from Murraya koenigii, Piper betle andCoriandrum sativum were 
found to be able to inhibit the PL activity to different extents, while 
Trachyspermum ammi, Trigonella foenum graecum, Cymbopogan 
citratus, Cinnamomum verumfound less effective as PL 
inhibitor.Among the crude extracts tested (0.5mg /ml, 1mg /ml, 2mg 
/ml, and 2.5mg/ml) maximum inhibition of PL with the yellow halo 
(zone diameter) of 9mmwas achieved at the concentration of 2.5 
mg/ml.Further, crude extracts which hadhighest inhibitory activity 
against PL were screened for the qualitative screening of secondary 
metabolites that showedpresenceof alkaloids, flavonoids, proteins, 
tannin and saponinsin crude extracts. The test extract also showed 
considerable antioxidant activities and the results were comparable 
with the standard drug.

As method, it implies making 
use of a few devices such as programmed learning, team teaching, micro-teaching, personalized 
system of instruction, etc. As materials, it comprises instructional materials, comprising 
programmed textbooks, manuals, guides, text and other written materials, which expose to the 
learner the contents of these sources of material. As media, it implies audio or visual or both audio- 
visual media such as radio, tape recorder, films ,educational television, computer, Internet, digital 
camera, webcam, smart card, scanner, e-book, printer, electronic journal, animation, e-mail, CD- 
RAM, DVD, and REID technology, as teaching aids supplement effective teaching and to promote 
better learning. 
 Whatever be the method, material or media, it requires manpower to operate in the teaching 
learning environment. Thus, the four aspects constitute a whole sequence of chains of inputs in 
technology.

 Definitions of Teaching: Flanders says: "Teaching is an interaction process. Interaction 
means participation of both teacher and students and both are benefitted by this. The interaction 
takes place for achieving desired objectives" 
 Objectives of teaching technology: 
 1)  To provide greater and easier access information. 
 2) To allow access to computers and Internet for everybody, so that divide does  
 not build up between those who do not possess computer 
 3) To assist people to develop their technology skills for accessing information 
 4)  To give access to digital learning materials while are set to increase in both  
 quality and quantity 
 5) To provide staff expertise to seek of information learning materials staff   
 become skilled gatekeepers not just of printed sources but of the digitized ones  
 too. 
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Tools of technology: 
 There are different kinds of tools of technology through which we can provide good 
knowledge to the students. They are as : computer, internet, digital camera web cam , smart card, 
printer, animation , e- book, e-mail and scanner ,etc. With the help of the above review the 
following aspects can be taken into consideration of teaching.

 8)  The teacher's role is not to teach in the sense of subject matter presentation but  
 to manage the instructional environment, diagnose students, direct the use of  
 available resources. 
 9) Materials used in the class-room include new media, measurement techniques  
 and are coordinated. 
 10)  The purpose of student evaluation is to help the student by providing   
 feed=back on performance diagnosis of strengths and providing information  
 for making decisions such as extra help, environment  programme etc, 
 
Traditional teaching Technology: 
 1)  Based on old techniques of teaching 
 2)  Stresses memorization. 
 3)  Teaching by individual teacher. 
 4) Listening by individual teacher. 
 5) It is a technique of mass teaching. 
 6)  Time for completion is same for all students  
 7) The teacher is primarily responsible for all subject matter preparation and also  
 must prepare and administrate tests and manage the house keeping details. 
 8) General guidelines are given by the administrator. 
 9)  Generally there is little review. 
 10) While tests are supposed to be used for diagnostic purposes, they are generally  
 used only to establish grades. 
 
 Analytical description of Teaching: An analysis is concerned with the process of 
breaking or separating out the elements or constituents of a substance or an idea.Therefore, an 
analytical description of teaching would demand the breaking or separating the different 
components or elements of the process of teaching. Gage analyses teaching in terms of technical 
skills. According to him, "Technical skills are specific instructional techniques and procedures that 
a teacher may use in the classroom. They represent an analysis of the teaching process into 
relatively discrete components that can be used in different combinations in the continuous flow 
of the teacher's performance". The opinion of Komisar has analysed teaching into various specific 
activities, introduction, demonstrating, contrasting, explaining, proving, justifying, defining, 
rating, a pprasing,amplifying, vindicating,interpreting, questioning, elaborating, identifying, 
designing ,conjecturing ,and confirming etc. Again Passi has concluded that teaching constitutes a 
number of verbal and non —verbal teaching acts like questioning, accepting pupil response, 
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smiling, rewarding and nodding to pupil response , movements in the class, gestures,etc. So 
teaching activities may be of cognitive, affective or conative nature. Teaching skills or technical 
skills are discussed separately. It may, however, be remembered that teaching skills from an 
important requisite of a good teacher but these are not all in the task of teaching. Teaching involves 
interaction. The personality attitudes and the interests of the teacher have a great bearing on his 
effective teaching. 
 
 Findings: Majority of colleges provide internet facility but the lecturers prefer to use 
traditional teaching technology. Among the different types of materials available online but we 
use only the e-mail and www. Due to problem we cannot collect proper information from Indian 
journals and e-resources from internet. Most of teachers feel that e-resources are time saving, easy 
to use, more informative, less expensive and more useful compared to printed resources. Majority 
of teachers are of the opinion of promoting the use of e-resources in the college. For such teachers 
college has provided a separate section for e- resources like internet or e-portal. There is lack of 
infrastructure for using the e-resources in most of the college so teachers like to use traditional 
teaching process. 
 
Conclusion:  
 Information communication technology has affected every sector of our life, bringing a 
change in case of people thinking, behaviour and interaction ,etc. This revolutionary change is also 
true in case of teaching learning process. Most of the teachers use modern technology instead of 
traditional because they come across that modern technology is useful for effective teaching and 
it saves the time of human beings .So, for effective teaching, we must adopt the process of ICT.

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ERRORS IN THE USE OF PREPOSITIONS IN LEARNING ENGLISH LANGUAGE

Introduction : 
 It is a fact that in normal adult speech based on the use of the native language we frequently go 
wrong; we do not always say, hear, write and read properly and exactly. It is a truth nobody can deny. 
Such instances of ‘wrong’ speech or writing are due to memory lapses, physical states, such as tiredness 
and psychological conditions such as strong emotion. It does not necessarily mean that we do not know 
how to use our own language. S.P. Corder says that, “we are normally immediately aware of them when 
they occur and can correct them with more or less complete assurance”. Such wrong instances in 
linguistic performance are, therefore, referred to as mistakes are committed by all human being, broadly 
speaking, when they use their mother tongues including the Europeans. The natives’ linguistic 
performance does exhibit such mistakes of performance when they use English as a first  language. 
These mistakes or rather errors of performance are often taken to justapose the errors we commit when 
we use language other than our native one. When Indian students, for example, use English as a second 
language, they often go wrong. But such instances of their linguistically being wrong are not realized 
by them. The non-natives can neither realize their errors nor can correct them as the language, e.g. 
English is not their first language. Such errors are generally referred to as the errors of competence. The 
errors of performance are characteristically unsystematic and the errors of competence, systematic. 
Corder borrows Miller’s statement, “it would be meaningless to state rules for making mistakes”. It is, 
therefore, commoner to refer to the errors of performance as ‘mistakes’ and errors of competence as 
‘errors’. So, we can hypothesize that the errors of competence are : 
 a)  Systematic as they reveal the knowledge of the language learner about the   
  language being learnt. 
 b)  Not realized and are not corrected by the learners themselves. 
 c)  Indications of what has already been learnt and what remains to be learnt by the  
  learner.  
Errors In The Use of Prepositions : 
 Prepositions form one of the parts of speech in the grammatical set-up of English language. The 
prepositions are great in number though they belong to the closed-class category of parts of speech. 
Generally speaking, a preposition expresses a relation between two linguistic entities. The prepositions 
being grammatical elements do not possess independent meanings; they do not have any meaning in 
isolation. The ‘meaning’ itself relates a word to itself; the word and its referent come together for 
lexically important items of the vocabulary. But such a relation doesn’t exist for the parts of speech, 
which are purely grammatical. So, memorization of the lexical items in relation to their referents is 
easier but the memorization of the grammatical and hence meaningless items lacking referents is much 
difficult. It is almost comparatively not always possible for the learners to remember a grammatical item 
say prepositions in relation with ‘something’ as they don’t always possess meaning. The use of 
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prepositions is, therefore, a matter of deep concern and probation. There are rules and norms about how 
and when to use auxiliaries for example but there is not any rule about how and when to use prepositions. 
The uses of auxiliaries and prepositions are, therefore, aided and unaided respectively. The prepositions 
are to be imbibed along with what they collocate with. The non-existence of rules and guidelines about 
how to use and when to use prepositions increases the number of difficulties the non-natives face while 
using prepositions. Constant use of English language, listening to it, a lot of reading and limitless writing 
may only soften the problem of prepositions’- uses. It means that the rules, guidelines and directions do 
not help the non-natives use prepositions accurately. A lot of exposure provided to the learners may 
alone can cultivate among the learners the taste and accuracy of prepositional performance. 
Unfortunately, the non-natives do not get exposed to English being used. A classroom use of English 
language by the teacher only provides the non-natives with an opportunity of English language 
inculcation. But that is not sufficiently enough. It is, therefore, a commonly expected problem that the 
learners, informants and the non-natives are invited helplessly to be troubled by. The exercise given 
below has been attempted by the informants. They have committed many errors in using the 
prepositions. 
Fill in the blank-spaces using appropriate prepositions from the brackets. 
 a)  He is good ------ (at/in) English. 
 b)  My brother marries ------ (to/with) Shila. 
 c)  Sandip and Umesh are standing ------ (by/with) each other. 
 d)  Ram is standing ---------- (below/under/underneath) trees 
 e)  He is running--------(up/in/upon) the hill. 
Errors’ source : 
 The informants have used in, with, upon etc instead of at, to, up, etc. These are wrong and 
inappropriate realizations. The learners have committed errors in using prepositions mainly because the 
lack exposure; the non-native students or learners learn English language through the situations that 
have been spelt below: 
 a)  They learn English through artificially conditioned classrooms. 
 b)  The learning takes place for an hour only. 
 c)  The leaning comprises the speech of teacher only 
 d)  The students do not actively participate or are not allowed to participate in  
  English language - based communication. 
 e)  The learning-teaching involves the use of English language as well as a   
  vernacular or a regional language. 
 f)  The learners remain cut off from ‘English put to use’ outside the classrooms. 
 g) The learning is mostly examination -oriented. 
 The source of the errors the non-native-students learning English language commit is mainly the 
lack of exposure. Prepositions’ usage is rationed by no rule, no norm, no guidance and no regulation. It 
is the matter of carefully monitoring the use of English language. Listening to English speech, reading 
it a lot, practicing its use and writing it limitlessly could help the non-natives automatically locate the 
way the prepositions are employed. Using prepositions is more of ‘acquisition’ and less of ‘learning’. 
Creation of ‘acquisition’- ambience around the ‘learners’  alone can fasten, hasten and rectify the usage 
of prepositions. Unluckily, the learners and informants can’t create ‘such’ ambience in Indian contexts. 
They have to and they learn it only through the teachings, at least today, and hence commit errors as 
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have committed by the informants. 
Errors’ Explanation : 
 The errors in the use of prepositions committed by the informants may be traced back to the 
nature of the prepositions, the teaching-learning conditions the informants try to learn and use English 
language in and the extent English language is used to in Indian contexts. The nature of the prepositions 
can be analyzed with the help of following points : 
 a)  The prepositions are meaningless entities at the semantic level. 
 b)  They are the members of the grammatical vocabulary. 
 c)  They are great in number and seem alike in many cases-up, upon and on for  
  example. 
 d)  There are no rules, norms and regulations which could have guided the beginners  
  any way. 
 The language ‘acquisition’ is so a spontaneous process that the child busy with it does not get 
troubled whether the target-unit like preposition is meaningless or otherwise unlike the learners. The 
process of ‘learning’ which begins late in one’s life bases itself upon ‘conscious’ efforts. The ‘learning’ 
of prepositions is both a slow and a monotonous activity as the prepositions don’t possess the meanings 
at the semantic level. Besides, The lack of rules and regulations about how, when, where and what way 
the prepositions are used makes the leaning a boring and difficult job. 
 The teaching-learning situations in Indian contexts are not good at producing ‘exposure’ which 
is the mother-source for, “acquisition” any way. The situations are not sufficiently good : 
 a)  Because English language alone is not employed by the teachers; they employ a  
  regional or a vernacular as well while teaching English. 
 b) Because English language is not exploited in the social family, friendly and other  
  situations outside the classroom as yet. 
 c)  Because English language- listening, reading, speaking and writing are not  
  normally paid much attention to. 
 d) Because there are no rules and no regulations available for the usage of   
  prepositions with the grammar-system of English language. 
 It is because of these realities about the prepositions that the non-natives find their usage all the 
more difficult and complicated as well.

In the first half of the 18th century, under the rule of Chhatrapati Shahu Maharaj, among the 
Maratha chieftain families who tricd their best to expand the borders of Swarajya, the main ones were 
Shinde of Gwalior, Holkar of Indore, Gaikwad of Gujarat and one such family is the Bhosale of Nagpur. 
Itis called Nagpurkar Bhosale. But the original village of Patilki of Bhosale family is Berdi near Hingani 
in Pune district. So Nagpurkar Bhosale is also known as Hinganikar Bhosale. Britishers seem to have 
sent their native lawyers to the rulers of India from time to time. It was this. With this kind of purpose in 
mind, the British sent their lawyer Gopalpuri to Janoji Bhosale to Nagpur. 

1. To get information about English lawyer Gopal Puri.

2. To get information about the British intention of sending Gopalpuris to Nagpur. 

Nagpur is a very ancient city in Vidarbha. Legend has it that a king named Vidarbha settled in 
this region, hence the name Vidarbha. Bhagavata Purana states that Vidarbha was the son of Rishabh. It 
was Kudinpur or Kaudinyapur. Another name of Vidarbba is Varada. From this the name Varhad became 
popular. 

In the 3rd century BC, the region of Vidarbha was under the empire of the Maurya Emperor 
Ashoka. After Maurya, Vidarbha was ruled by Satavahanas. After Satavahana, the Vakataka dynasty 
established its rule over Vidarbha in 250 AD.Kalachuris ruled after Vakataka. In the 7th century, Pulakesi 
Il, a king of the Chalukya dynasty, defeated the Kalachuris and established his rule over Vidarbha. After 
this, Vidartbha was ruled by Parmar family. In the 13th century AD, Vidarbha was ruled by the Yadavas 
of Devagiri. In the second half of the sixteenth century AD, Gonds established their rule over Nagpur. 
Raghuji Bhosale established his rule in Nagpur in 1730 AD. made : The Bhosale dynasty ruled over 
Nagpur till March 1854. The British abolished the state as there was no heir. 

In 1600 AD, the East India Company was established in England to trade with the eastern 
countries. Queen Elizabeth of England gave a charter for 15 years to the East India Company established 

in England to trade with the eastern countries. But James I granted a perpetual charter to the Company 
in 1609. The Portuguese came to India first. Then the French, Dutch and English came to India to trade. 
At the beginning of the 18th century, there was no strong political power in India. These rulers were 
happy to fight with each other and overcome cach other. Foreign powers such as Portuguese, French and 
English took advantage of this unstable political situation.. In the Battle of Plassey in 1757, Lord Clive 
defeated the Nababa of Bengal and laid the foundation of British power. 

Before the residence of English Residents in the court of Nagpurkar Bhoslas, some foreign 
lawyers visited his court. These lawyers were mainly from the British East India Company. All of them 
bad come to Nagpur from Calcutta. The purpose of coming of these lawyers was to visit the court of 
Nagpur and Nagpurkar Bhosalelt was to try to establish commercial and political relations with them 

From the reign of the English lawyer Janoji Bhosale, we can see him visiting the court of Nagpur . The 
purpose of the visit of these English lawyers to the Bhoslas was specifically to enter the kingdom of the 
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Bhoslas through the medium of concessions and to appoint the English Resident in the court of the 

Bhoslas in the future. During the reign of Janoji Bhosale to II Raghuji Bhosale, the English lawyers who 
came to Bhosale's court namely - Zaun-ul-Abedin, EIliott, Wardston , Chopman, Foster, Adderson and 

Colebrook etc. visited the Bhosale's court of Nagpur. The goal was achieved. 
Gopalpuri ( 1768 AD ) 

Gopalpuri was appointed in Nagpur by the Governor of Bengal in AD. In 1768The purpose 
behind sending was to get approval for the draft treaty preparcd by Janoji Bhosale. When the Bnglish 
lawyer was on his way to Nagpur via Cutack, Ganesh Sambhaji wrote to the Governor informing him 
that he had not given any reply to the letter sent by Ganesh Sambhaji. He informed that Gopalpuri and 
Vetal Pandit had reached here and would soon leave for Nagpur. Udepuri Gosavi was unknown about 
his talks with Janoji. He sent a letter to the Governor informing him that he had made a big místake by 
negotiating with Muhammad Raza Khan and that the negotiations between Janoji Bhosale and the 
English lawyer would continue for a long time and that it would take him a long time to settle the quarter 

question. But Udepuri Gosavi informed the governor that you have sent Gopalpuri to Nagpur as the 
advocate of the British for this work. After this, Udepuri Gosavi informed the Govenor that Gopalpuri 
had been informed not to go to Nagpur at the behest of Ganesh Sambhaji . Whoever finds that his letters 
do not reach the Nababa and the English Governor should not go. It was reported. This message confused 
the English lawyer Gopalpuri and he stayed at Cuttack for almost 24 days and thus delayed his arrival at 
Nagpur. 

15 October 1768, Janoji Bhosale sent a letter to the Governor informing him that he had received 
the draft agreement he had sent with the lawyer but that the draft required the Governor's signature, and 

only then would the agreement drawn up by the Company be binding. Gopalpuri had sent a letter to the 
governor and informed that he had arrived at Nagpur after traveling from Cuttack. He had informed the 
govemor about Janoji Bhosale's visit through that letter. In it, Gopalpuri had mentioned that , soon after 
his arrival, he met the king. On the occasion of this visit, the king earnestly inquired about the governor's 
health. Gopalpuri then submitted a draft treaty to the king. He also offered the Governor's letter to him. 
The king read the letter and along with it the king expressed his goodwill and happiness. At the same 
time, the king also assured the lawyer that Mautri's hand would always be given to the British by Bhoslas. 
The king also praised the British for changing their attitude towards Bhosale Kings. The need for somne 
corrections and changes in the draft of this agreement was expressed by the king during the visit. The 
Governor should send one of his advocates with the Udepuri Gosavi and draft the agreement and finalize 
it. Accordingly, Udepuri informed the Governor that Janoji Bhosale would send the draft of his demand 
to the Governor. The demands made by Janoji are summarized below 

1. Janoji Bhosale would have complete authority over the temple of Jagannathpuri and would also 
have control over the surrounding villages. 

2. Also mounted on a pilgrim of taxation andThe authorities of Janoji Bhosale would have right of 
collecting tax at piligrim. 

3. The British should help Janoji Bhosale whenever he needed it. 
4. Also Janoji should help the British as required. 
5. The British should give an annual tribute of 16 lakh rupees to Janoji which should include 

elephants, jewels and jewels. 
6. By the BritishApart from this, one lakh rupees should be given to Sardars , military chiefs and 

diplomats in the Nagpur court. 
7. The British should give one-fourth of the amount due to Janojis in Murshidabad Shikke rupees 

and it should be paid in two installments. 
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Janoji Bhosale informed the British that a quarter of Bengal should be paid 12 lakh rupees 

annually. This demand was made by Janoji Bhosale to the British about the expenditure of the army, but 
the British ignored this demand of Janoji. Janoji, however, had not taken any strict action against the 

British in the matter of quartering and could not do so. Later, a conflict started between Janoji Bhosale 

and Peshwa Madhavrao which ended with the Treaty of Kanakpur on 24 April 1769.Udepuri Gosavi, 

the lawyer of the Bhoslas, was in Bengal for four years. The British were not paying him Rs. Therefore 

Mirkasim Alikhana should come to Narmade and from there send Janoji Bhosal's son to Cuttack 

province. Ganesh Sambhaji Khandekar Everyone should ride Bengal. On November 23, 1762, Udepuri 

Gosavi, the lawyer of the Bhoslas, reached Nagpur and held talks with Janoji. The English lawyers who 

came to the court of the Bhosales bcfore Gopalpuri tried to negotiate with the Bhosales to resolve the 

issue of Chathai and the province of Orissa , but they did not succeed. The Bhosale Rajas had succeeded 

in maintaining their control over the Cuttack province, but the Raja of Nagpur had not succeeded in 

recovering Bengal from the Chauth Nawab and the British, despite sending letters and sometimes 

threatening the army . Janoji Bhosale fell prey to the promise of false promises given to Janoji by the 

British. However, Janoji was able to control and dominate the Orissa region. 

1768 AD, the British governor had informed Janoji Bhosale in a letter that he should give up the 

province of Orissa. Only then the British would give them a quarter of the amount and the Raja had 

informed that as soon as the letter of acceptance arrived, he would send the British lawyer to Nagpur to 

negotiate a treaty with Udepuri. In response to this, Janoji said no. The British did not need help from 

the Marathas , they wanted the province of Orissa, so in the year l768, the British Governor sent a 

lawyer named Gopalpuri to Janoji. The lawyer met Janoji Raja and conveyed to the governor the hope 

of a treaty. Janoji had informed Ganesh Sambhaji that the British would pay the Bhoslas only if the 
Bhosales would cede Orissa to the British and that the treaty would require the signature of the English 
kingdom. He agreed that the fourth quarter of Bengal would have to pay twelve lakhs of rupees every 

year. But Ganesh Sambhaji didn't think it was right to keep Bhoshals' lawyer in Orissa. So he had 
carefully avoided that subject. The British conducted political diplomacy by sending a lawyer to 
Gopalpuri during the time of Janoji Bhosale. But Janoji Bhosale had succeeded in keeping Orissa under 

his control with the force of the army. The Bhosal supremacy over Bengal during Raghuji's time 
disappeared during Janoji's time when the British stopped giving quarter. Moreover, the British tried to 

capture Orissa along with Bengal. 
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LOKMANYA TILAS'S VIEWS ON EDUCATION

The present paper commences with social reforms in Maharashtra in pre- independent period. Tilak, 
Agarkar Ranade and other leaders were pionccr in bringing social and educational change in 
Maharashtra. Alongwith Agarkar and chiplunkar, Lokmanya Tilak started New English School in 1880. 
In a short span of time , the school flourished and its name and fame reached to masses. Even eminent 
people in society were spellbound to see the prominent place of this institute. Later Trinity of Tilak 

Agarkar and chiplunkar developed Deccan Education Society, Fergusson College and various such 
reputed educational complexes ranging from KG to PG. Lokmanya Tilak emphasized the need of national 

cducation system for the sake of patriotism and strengthening the fight against repression of British 
Government. First reason to spread education in mother tongue with an intention to facilitate education 
at cheaper rate and convenience of learning facilities .First reason was to free Indian youths from 
Macaulay's system of education with the provision of creating clerks and government dedicated class of 

administration .Tilak advocated nationalism in education and inserted Swadeshi programme in it to garb 
it in Indianized version or characteristic. The paper features Kesari and Maratha newspapers.

Objectives: Two major objectives are prescribed for the present paper: 
1. To comprehend Tilak's views on education. 
2. To understand Lokmanya Tilak's idea of National Education. 

Introduction: In the historical perspective of pre-independent India, a number of leaders emerged and 

attained provincial prominence on the national scenario. Such provincial significance could be traced in 

the region of Maharashtra. Maharashtra was a province where the Marathas had the empire for almost 

three hundred years. But the British expansionism subjugated the Maratha rule. For emancipation from 

British rule, leaders as Gokhale, Tilas, Ranade and others sprang into the fight against Government to 

lead masses. Loknanya Tilas's action plan in social, political and religious matters was more vigorous 

and influential. But the present paper is intended to study educational views of Lokmanya Tilak. 

Bal Gangadhar Tilak was a journalist, author, leader and a scholar who understood the need of 

education in the last two decades of nineteenth century. In his carly time, Tilak and Agarkar insisted on 

the spread of education for the progress of society. Trinity of Tilak, Agarkar and V.K. Chiplunkar 

unanimously resolved to bring change in lives of masses through social work and education. Focusing 

their efforts, N.C. Kelkar in Pleasures and Privileges of the Pen', Book I writes: All of them wanted the 

nation to know itself and its past glories so that in may have confidence in its own strength and capacity 

to adapt itself wisely and well to the new surroundings without losing its individuality. "They started the 

New English School in January 1880 Chiplunkar and Tilak started to teach along with other stalwart 
of them qualified in the first attempt. 

teachers. The First batch of matriculation had 12 students and 

Within five years of establishment, enrollment of New English School mounted to 1000 students. 

Excellence and reputation of the School rose higher in the short span. His Highness, Sir Sayajirao 

Gaikwad of Baroda paid a visit to the School and appreciated the work of this new band of public 

workers. The chief of Kagal also visited the school and donated Rs. 500/- Dr. William Hunter, President 
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of the Education Commission, appointed by the Government of India inspected the school and recorded 
his unreserved admiration as follows: "Throughout the whole of India, I have not witnessed a single 
institution which can be compared with this establishmcnt. This institution can rival and compete with 
success not only with the Government high schools in the country but may also favourably compare with 
the schools of other countries."1 

The New English School later extended into one of the leading institutions of Maharashtra the 
Deccan Education Society. Now this prestigious society runs world-class educational institutions as 
Fergusson College in Pune, Willington College in Sangli. Kirti College in Mumbai and various such 
branches of education imparting education from KG to PG. Why did Tilak and his companions insist on 
cducation? Honestly, they had two prominent reasons, one to create patriotic fervor among youths in 
comparison with that Government education system intended to create clerical class and Government 
dedicated employees. Second reason was to reduce fee structure and easy access of education to all the 
sections of the society. 

National Education: As referred in the concluding sentences of preceding paragraph, Lokmanya 
Tilak had four fold principles for National Struggle against the alien rule. 1) Swadeshi 2) Swaraj 3) 
Boycott 4) National Education. Lokmanya Tilak seriously thought to expand educational system with 
the view to create awareness of nationalism among young generations. He held that education should 
improve individual from moral, spiritual, cmotional, intellectual and social perspectives. Simultaneously, 
learners must develop national struggle against British Government. Tilak's idea of education intended 
patriotism and such aim could be probable only with institutions founded by Indians. He knew well that 
Government educational institutions built up a larger section of clerks, servants and administrative and 
military rank and file. 

Lokamanya Tilak emphasized on the mother-tongue as the medium of instruction. The view 
behind advocacy of mother-tongue was to make Indian youths self-reliant and highly educated in order 
to revitalize mass movement as well as strengthen remaking of the country. New Education Policy in 
India to be implemented soon characterizes the need for national education in mother-tongue which was 
visualized before more than a century by Lokmanya Tilas. RC. Gupta in 'Indian Political Thought 
writes: Tilak had long before realized that the Western education started by Lord Macaulay and pursued 
in all the Goverment Supported Schools was ruinous to the future health and well-being of the nation. 
The younger generations are being educated away from not only their families and the great majority of 
the Indian people but also away from the value system of India's civilization. Government supported 
Western education uprooted the youths from their ties to the past and made them Indians-in-name only. 
Hence such a system of Western education was repulsive to Tilak and the Nationalists. 2 

Being a journalist Tilak championed the cause of educational work through the Kesari and the 
Maratha. His profound knowledge and scholastic insight were sufficient for allowing him to remain 
educationist but his social dedications and political unrest to break the fetters of servitude showed the 

new way. Therefore, he abruptly gave up services in education. His technique for forming fundamentals 
of political activism through education, culture and newspaper was so deeply rooted in his contemporary 
and forthcoming generations that his successive leaders applicd same measures. Through Kesari, he 
passionately wrote on social ills and methods of improving them. His appeal for establishing institutions 
imparting in regional language was overwhelmingly accepted as well as promoted institutions founded 
by Indians. He emnphatically expressed his view point about education not only to create men of letters 
but also men of character, fighters for social cause and overall change in mankind. 

Conclusion: Lokmanya Tilak's views on education could have limited period of years as he 
moved to political strife against British. Publication of Kesari' and 'Maratha' generated ardent energy 
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among masses. His appeal for national cducation was so effective that multiple institutions were founded 
with immense vision and wide -ranging mission. It is noticeable here that was a perfect era to shape the 
education system in India from national spirit outlook. His attachment with Swadeshi was not merely to 
abolish the foreign objects but also entered in the educational philosophy. He propounded swadeshi 
characteristic of Education.

A 
daughter given on the occasion of marriage is called Kanyadan and a son given in adoption is caled 
Putradana , both of thenm have the same philosophical basis as they are given for religious and temporal 

In Dawayamushan of Dataka, the adoptee was considered to be the son of both the father and the 

adopted family. Adoption was a religious ritual in which giving away a son in front of others was of 
special importance.
